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Summary. This is a sample document to provide information and instructions for authors preparing a paper for the IDDRG’2007. The instructions in this sample document are written in the expected format of IDDRG’2007 papers’ manuscript. Please read them carefully and follow the instructions preparing your camera-ready manuscript. Papers must be written in English with a maximum length of eight pages using Microsoft Word as Word processor. All the instructions, as well as this example file can be found and downloaded from the official Website of the Conference (http://www.diamond-congress.hu/iddrg2007). 

1. tHE FIRST PAGE LAYOUT

Please use A4 sheets (297x210 mm) with different layout for the first page. Margins on the first page are: 4 cm at the top, 2,5 cm at the bottom, left and right side with 1.27 cm header and footer. In the first page, follow the layout as shown in this page in this sample document. It must contain the Editorial heading, Title, Author(s), Affiliation(s), Keywords and the Summary. On subsequent pages the margins are 2,5 cm all.
1.1. Editorial heading 
The Editorial Heading, is written only in the header of the first page with 9pt Times New Roman, right aligned as shown in the first page of this instruction. Successive pages will include the name of the authors as shown on successive pages.

1.2. Title

The title of the paper should be written centered, in 14pt, boldface Times New Roman, all capital letters. It should be single spaced if the title is more than one line long. 

1.3. Authors’ name and Affiliation

Title should be followed by the Author(s) name and their affiliation. The author's name should include first name, middle initial (if any) and surname. It should be written centered, in 12pt boldface Times New Roman, 12pt below the title. Author's affiliation should be written centered, in 11pt Times New Roman letters, with 12pt below the list of authors. Also 12pt space should separate two different affiliations. 
1.4. Keywords

Please, write three-four characteristic keywords. They should be written left aligned, in 12pt Times New Roman, and the line must begin with the words Keywords: boldfaced. A 12pt space should separate the key words from the affiliations. 
1.5. Summary

Use 12pt Italic Times New Roman for the Summary. The word Summary must be set in boldface, not italicized, at the beginning of the first line. The text should be written italic, justified and separated 12pt from the keywords, as shown in the first page of these instructions. 

2. INTRODUCTION

The Introduction must begin immediately below, following the format of this template. The main text paragraphs should be written in 12pt Times New Roman normal fonts, justified and with an indent of 0.63cm. A summary of proposed font types and sizes for different parts (titles, headings, paragraphs, captions, etc.) is given below in Table 1.

3. headings

3.1. Main headings

The main headings should be written left aligned, in 12pt, boldface and all capital Times New Roman letters. There should be a 12pt space before and 6pt space after the main headings.

3.2. Secondary headings

Secondary headings should be written left aligned, 12pt, boldface Times New Roman, with an initial capital for the first word only. There should be a 6pt space before and 6pt space after the secondary headings.

3.3. Text paragraphs

The normal text paragraphs should be written single-spaced, justified, using 12pt Times New Roman fonts in one column. The first line of each paragraph must be indented 0.5cm. There is no inter-paragraph spacing.

4. FIGURES, TABLES AND EQUATIONS

4.1. Figures

Figures should be inserted into the text as shown in Figure 1. All figures should be numbered consecutively and captioned. The caption title should be written centered, in 12pt Times New Roman bold italic fonts, with upper and lower case letters as shown in Figure 1.
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INTRODUCTION

The proceedings will be edited in a CD-ROM, including the texts and figures, using

Portable Document Format (PDF). The editors will be in charge of translating the paper from

TEX, Latex or MS-Word to PDF.

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GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

The paper must be written in English within a printing box of 16cm x 21cm, centered in

the page. The paper including figures, tables and references must have a minimum length of 4

pages and must not exceed 20 pages.
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TITLE, AUTHORS, AFFILIATION, KEY WORDS

The first page must contain the Title, Author(s), Affiliation(s), Key words and the

Abstract. The second page must begin with the Introduction. The first line of the title is

located 3cm from the top of the printing box.

The title should be written centered, in 14pt, boldface Roman, all capital letters. It should

be single spaced if the title is more than one line long.

The author's name should include first name, middle initial and surname. It should be

written centered, in 12pt boldface Roman, 12pt below the title.

A 6pt space should separate the Figure from the caption, and a 12pt space should separate the upper part of the figure and the bottom of the caption from the surrounding text.

4.2. Tables

All tables should be numbered consecutively and captioned as shown in Table 1. The caption should be 12pt Times New Roman, upper and lower case letters in bold italic. A 6pt space should separate the table from the caption, and a 12pt space should separate the table from the surrounding text.

4.3. Equations
Equations must be written using the equation editor of your Word processor software (application of MathType equation editor is preferred). A displayed equation is numbered, using Arabic numbers in parentheses. It should be centered, leaving a 6pt space above and below to separate it from the surrounding text.
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4.4. Page numbers

In order to support the editing work, please, number the pages as shown: there is no page number on the title page, page numbers are shown only on the successive pages centered at the bottom, in the footer section.

5. CONCLUSIONS

The most important results and conclusions should be summarized in this section. Please, follow carefully the instructions given in this sample document. Please, also check your paper from the point of view of grammatical correctness. Due to the sufficiently great number of papers parallel sessions will be organized.
6. ACKNOWLEDGEMENT

Acknowledgment of any scientific, technical or financial contribution may be acknowledged in this section. Full responsibility for the originality of the paper rests on the author(s). You should have taken all the necessary steps to obtain permission and to use any material that might be protected by Copyright.

References should be quoted in the text using consecutive numbers in square brackets, alternatively, as shown here [1], or [2, 4], or [1-3]. At the end of the manuscript, they should be cited as follows:
